e Name & Phone number of at least 1 adult emergency contact besides parent(s)
Medication name & dosage information for meds your child will take at camp
Date of last Tetanus shot (DTaP or Tdap)

Child’s health insurance information
Child’s primary care doctor name & phone number
Your child’s choices for Camp Classes (see Parent Packet for more info)

When selecting each camp that your child will attend, you will be asked “How will your child get to camp?”
You will need to select “I will transport my child to camp.” Please do not select a Salvation Army location
unless you have contacted them to verify they can transport your child. Please also know that Salvation Army
locations may have different payment policies about camp and could charge more because of providing
transportation.

Payment

Thanks to the generous donors to The Salvation Army, we can provide the opportunity for children to attend camp at a
very low cost. For families in counties where there is no Salvation Army Corps, the cost is only $25 per child, per camp.
(If you qualify for SNAP, TANF, or free school lunches, we can lower it to $10. Please email us at the email listed below.)
Payments can be made online when you register, or we can accept cash or check in person on the first day of camp.

To receive this reduced amount, after selecting the camp(s) that your child will attend this year, there will be a place on
the RIGHT SIDE to enter a discount code. It is very important that you enter this code so you are not overcharged for
camp!
